IMPORTANT SAFETY RULES TO FOLLOW

2. Always stay clear of bed when raising or lowering. And never get under the bed when it is raised.
3. Keep bystanders away while loading or dumping.

4. Do not dump unless truck is on solid, level ground. Avoid side hill dumping. Do not dump on hills or
uneven terrain. This could cause serious injury or death as rollover may occur.

5. Before driving truck warm up engine to normal operating temperature.

6. Riders are permitted in cab only. ALWAYS WEAR YOUR SEATBELT!!
7. Check behind vehicle before backing up. Sound the horn when backing up.
8. Adjust mirrors before leaving rental yard.

14. Downshift before descending a long hill. Shift to the same gear (before starting down) that would be used
driving up the same hill.
